Choosing a Career

Sooner or later all of us face the problem of choosing a career when we are to decide what we are going
to be in future. Choosing a career is not a simple matter — in fact, it can be one of the most important in
our life. You don't need to hurry making a decision. You should examine thoroughly your abilities and
character, take a realistic view of your strengths and weaknesses, pay attention to your parents' and
friends' advice and take into account your own preferences. The last point in the list is particularly
important because there are many examples when people make great mistakes choosing their future



profession. Family traditions are good, but your turn of mind may be quite different. So, never base only
on other people's opinion.

Having thought carefully about what sort of person you are, try to work out a list of your occupation
requirements. Nowadays there is a great variety of jobs to any taste. Choosing a future career, we
should consider the following things.

Pay. Is the size of your salary important? Generally speaking, it is important. Of course there may
be various situations, but if you are going to be independent, successful and wealthy, you have to
find a well-paid job. Moreover, if you are going to have a family, you should be ready to support
it, to be a breadwinner. Naturally, you'd like to live in good conditions, and your children to study
at good schools, and then to enter prestigious universities, to travel all around the world and so on.
Now you understand why you should take money into consideration when choosing a job.

Further training, promotion prospects and job conditions should also be kept in mind. Just after
graduating it is very difficult to find a plum job which will respond to all your preferences. It is
usually a monotonous, tedious clerical job, but if you are a capable and hard-working person, you
will certainly be offered an opportunity to climb the ladder.

Place of work. You ought to decide whether you want to work indoors (cashier, chemist, librarian,
secretary, etc.) or outdoors (driver, firefighter, estate agent, etc.). Your choice may be based on
your lifestyle or health condition.

Communication with different people. Meeting and dealing with people doesn't appeal to every
person. Some people are not very sociable; on the contrary, they are timid, shy and diffident.
Frankly speaking, it is a great talent to have communication skills. If you think you have it, you
may choose a profession involving close contacts with people, such as a doctor, a journalist, a
lawyer, a guide, a teacher.

Business trips. You should keep in mind that some professions imply travelling all over the world,
such as tour guides, scientists, actors, journalists, pilots and so on. It's not always fun. Business
trips may last a week, a month and even more. You may be sent to London for a few days, then
you'll spend only a few hours in Paris, and right after that, without any rest, you'll have to go to
Berlin. Sometimes it turns out that you don't have even an hour for yourself just to relax and see
the town you've come to. Such trips may be very exhausting and stressful. However, if you are
young, ambitious and full of energy, you will be able not only to do your job successfully but also
see the world.

Aspiration for creative work. If you are a creative person, it's a must for you to find such job. It
can be a job of an artist, a tailor, a designer or a stylist.

Jobs connected with risk. Such jobs are usually well-paid, but very dangerous. A police officer, a
fireman, a bodyguard, a lifeguard — these are the names of jobs which imply risk. Those, who
want a rewarding but demanding job and who are ready to devote all their lives to it, may choose
this kind of work.

Analyzing all these points will help you not to make a wrong choice. Choosing a career should not only
be a matter of future prestige and wealth. Work should bring real satisfaction; otherwise your whole life
will become dull and monotonous.

Our Health

Today we are going to discuss the problems of the healthy way of life and its advantages.



Before speaking on health problems I'd like to tell you some words about the health services (1) in
Russia.

A lot of diseases are preventable (20) through the healthy way of life. A primary public health goal is to
educate the general public about how to prevent a lot of diseases. Public health campaigns teach people
about the healthy way of life — the value (21) of avoiding (22) smoking, avoiding foods high in (23)
cholesterol and fat (24), having a certain amount (25) of exercise and maintaining (26) a healthy body
weight (27).

Is there anything more important than health? I rather doubt it. If your body suffers (28) from any
disorder (29) your mind suffers with the body, too.

So, the advantages of the healthy way
of life are obvious (32). We must remember that laws of the healthy way of life — moderate eating and
drinking, regular physical exercises, reasonable hours of work and rest, perfect cleanliness, positive
attitude towards people and things around us — lay the foundations (33) for long happy life.

The head of the state is the President. The President appoints the ministers, but they must be
approved by the Federal Assembly. The head of the government is the Prime Minister.

The Russian flag was adopted in 1991. It has three horizontal stripes which symbolize:
white - the earth, blue - the sky, red - the freedom. Besides, the Russian flag, there is another
national symbol of Russia - a two-headed eagle.

The Political System of Russia

The Russian Federation was set up by the Constitution of 1993. After its destruction in
1991, the
Soviet Union was broken up into an independent Russian and 14 other new, sovereign nations.
The Russian Federation is a presidential (or a constitution) republic. The President is the head of
state and is elected directly by the people. He controls all the three branches of power. The
President is commander-in-chief of the armed forces, he makes treaties and enforces laws,
appoints the prime minister, cabinet members and key judges. The President can override and in
some cases even dissolve the national parliament, the bicameral Federal Government. The
President is involved in the work of the legislative executive branches.

The government consists of three branches: legislative, execution and judicial. Each of

them is
checked and balanced by the President. The legislative power is vested in the Federal Assemble.
It consists of the Federation Council (upper house) and State Duma (lower house). The members
of the State Duma are elected. It is formed of the heads of the regions. Each Chamber is headed
by the Chairman. Legislature is initiated in the State Duma, but to become a law a bill must be
approved by the lower and upper houses and signed by the President. The executive power
belongs to the Government. The judicial branch is represented by the Constitutional Court, the
Supreme Court and regional courts.

Officially the head of the state is the
Queen. Her power is not absolute, it is limited by the Parliament. The British Parliament is one
of the oldest Parliaments in the world. It consists of two chambers: the House of Commons and
the House of Lords. There are several political parties in the country. The largest and the most



influencial of them are the Conservative (the Tory), the Liberal (the Whigs) and the Labour
parties.

Every nation becomes special by means of its own traditions and customs. There is no other
nation that clings to the past with the tenacity of the British. They are really proud of their
traditions, they cherish them. When we think of Britain we often think of people drinking white
tea, eating fish and chips, sitting by the fireplace or wearing bowler hats, but there is much more
in Britain than just those things. Some British traditions are royal, such as the Changing of the
Guard which takes place every day at Buckingham Palace. The Trooping of the Colour happens
on the Queen’s official birthday. It’s a big colouful parade with hundreds of soldiers and brass
bands

Politeness and punctuality are typical features of all British people. They often say “Sorry”,
“Please” and “Thank you” with a smiling face and they always try to arrive on time.

The British are also traditional about their breakfast. They usually eat bacon and eggs, a toast
with orange jam, a bowl of cereals or porridge in the morning.

Still another interesting tournament is the Veteran Car Run. The veteran cars are set out on
the London — Brighton run each November. There is a condition — every car taking part must
be at least 60 years old. The London — Brighton ride is not a race. Participants are limited to a
maximum average speed of 20 miles per hour. At 8 o’clock comes the “Off”. The main things in
this tournament are the cars that represent the history of the country.

Space Exploration

Mankind always dreamed of overcoming gravitation and reaching other planets. But it was
only in the 1960ies that this dream was to become reality.

On the 12th of April 1961 the spaceship «Vostok» was launched into space with a man on
board and after orbiting our planet successfully returned to the Earth.

The first man to overcome gravitation and orbit the Earth was Yuri Gagarin. This day went

down in history of mankind as an outstanding achievement, opening the space era.
In the course of space exploration there have been lots of achievements of world science and
technology. This period saw the launching of many earth satellites, numerous space laboratories.
Among the achievements we may enumerate the landing of automatic stations on the Moon, the
flights of space laboratories towards Venus and Mars.

These are the years of manned space flight programmes: Valentina Tereshkova was the first
woman-cosmonaut to make a space flight, A. A. Leonov achieved the first «space walk» in 1965,
the first Soviet experimental station with four cosmonauts on tjoard went into orbit, the first
American expedition landed on the Moon.

The Soviet "«Lunokhod», automatic orbital stations «Soyuz» and other space laboratories
opened up a new period of space exploration. From the first experiments scientists went over to
systematic exploration of space.

Recently there have been calls to reduce expenditure on space research programmes. I think it
would be a serious mistake to allow this to happen.

There is a direct link between the development of space research programmes and different
earth technologies. The higher the former are the more developed the latter are.
